A. There were no new agreements and commitments.

V. Near Term Schedules and Ongoing Activities (Milestones, TSD Unit)
A. T Plant Permit Status
Lori Fritz (CHPRC) stated that a workshop is scheduled next week with Ecology to
resolve the remaining issues with the WRAP waste analysis plan (WAP). Deborah
Singleton (Ecology) noted that once the issues with the WRAP WAP are resolved, most
of those resolutions will also apply to CWC and there should only be a few CWC-
specific issues to resolve. Ms. Fritz indicated that when the WAP is finalized, it should
cross-cut to all of the Solid Waste Operating Complex (SWOC) unit permits, including T
Plant. Joel Williams (CHPRC) is continuing review of Addendum C (processing) for T
Plant. Tony Miskho (CHPRC) stated that a list of issues to raise to management will be
prepared after the WRAP WAP workshops are concluded.



VI. Approved Changes Signed off in Accordance with TPA Section 12.2
A. There were changes to sign.

VII. General Discussion
A. Mike Collins (RL) stated that depending on contractor funding, T Plant is slated to

receive a portion of K Basin sludge for storage in 2013-2014.
B. Ms. Fritz stated that starting next month, the operational status will include a report

on TRU waste in addition to the monthly numbers of waste received and transferred that are
provided in the tables.

C. Tony McKarns (RL) reported that RL is requesting an extension from EPA
regarding the Risk Based Disposal Analysis (RBDA) for the K Basin North Loadout Pit
(NLOP) equipment. Mr. Collins added that in April 2008, some sand filter backwash was
received from K Basins and the NLOP equipment was going to be used for that. However, K
Basins has not provided fundingY for that work, and it is not considered high priority. The
focus of T Plant continues to be repackaging. Mr. Collins stated that the sand filter backwash
is safely stored in the cell.

D. Mr. Collins stated that an RBDA is being prepared for absorbing liquids in the TRU
waste. There is no place to thermally treat the liquid, and it cannot be sent to WIPP. Joni
Norton (RL) added that this is not considered a high priority item.

E. Brian Dixon (CHPRC) stated that Ms. Fritz will be conducting the PMMs for the
SWOC units starting next month.

VIII. Actions
A. One action was established from last month's PMM regarding line blanking.
