A. Mike Collins (RL) recapped the change in operation at ERDF that was provided at

last month's PMM. A maintenance shop will be built south of the CWC complex to
perform preventive and corrective maintenance on the roll-off boxes that go to ERDF.
Michelle Mandis (Ecology) asked if there will be any treatment, storage or disposal
activity. Paul Martin (M&EC) responded that there will be no TSD activity.

B. Joni Norton (RL) stated that a new piece of characterization equipment is being
procured and should arrive on site around May 2010 and be operational by June 2010.
It is a high energy radiography unit, similar to the units that are on site now. The unit
will be mobile, but will be considered more like a permanent structure because it will
require some shielding with three-foot concrete walls and have its own power. The
location of the unit in the CWC complex has not been determined. The purpose of
the unit is for viewing high metal content, and there will also be future missions for
the unit. Lori Fritz (CHPRC) noted that once the location is determined, CWC's
Addendum C will be updated to include a description of the new characterization unit
and also the new maintenance shop for the ERDF roll-off boxes.
