Approval of December 9, 2010 Purgewater Project Managers Meeting
Minutes (Ecology/DOE-RL/CHPRC).
A.  The PMM minutes were approved.

Operational Status
A.  Rick Oldham (CHPRC) provided a status on the Modutanks for December 2010.
A total of 32 samples were collected yesterday from Modutank No. 1, and the certifying
Professional Engineer (PE) was present to witness the sample collection. Mr. Oldham
stated that he was also present, along with the operations manager. The PE had a copy
of the closure plan and the sampling and analysis plan (SAP). There were two samples
collected at 16 locations. The samples were taken at depths of four and eight inches.
The sample results are expected in 30 days. The modutank and the soils have been
removed, and there are a few remaining rolloff cans to move to ERDF. Mr. Oldham
stated that the track hoe operator reported that no evidence of moisture was found and
the lower liner was dry. Mr. Oldham noted that the leak detection monitoring never
detected any leaks. The next step will be to provide the PE with the sample results, who
will then write a report. The report is expected in about two months.

“closed” stamped across the Part A. The closure plan will need to be removed from
Rev. 9 of the Hanford sitewide permit, and the status table with all the units on the
Hanford Site will need to be updated.
