Dageription/Justification of Chunyw

Tha following encuapsulates changes to the 100-BC-5 Operable Unit Monitoring as of
07/31/98

1) Four wallg ‘ware delsted from the original Change Contrel Form (Change Number M~1%-56-
07) . Technacium-99 and carbon-14 were also removed from vhe annual sampling rRehedule,
These changes were noted in tha correspondence appended to the Changa Control Furm
without jusctification. The current revision of the Change Control Form reflects
these pravious deleticns,

2) wells 159-B3-2{(p,g) and 199-B9-) were deleted as part of remediation efforce in ths
100-B,C Area. The 100-BC-5 Qperable Unic continues to have adequate coverage from
remaining groundwater monitoring wells. Changes in groundwater conditians or
elavation of constituent levels could regquire new wsll installations. Well
plazenents are salected on the basig of proximity to the Columbia River, hiatorical
trends in each well, and contanminant plume locations.

3) Integration of groundwarter programs within the Hanford S8ire has eliminated overlap in
sampling gchedulas and constituents. Survgillance and 100-BC-5 Oparable Unit
monitoring were added to the Intcgrated Monitoring Plan for the Hanford Groundwater
Monitoring Project (PNNL-1188%) in September 1§58, Future changes to surveillance
menitoring and the 100-BC-5 Change Control Form will be reflected in revieione to the
Intugrated Monltoring Plan.

4) Data validavion will follow requirements cutlined in the Integrated Monitoring Plan
{PNNL~11989) .

The attachad Tables 1 and 2 summarite the changes to 100-BC-S5 sampling. Minor
modificatione tu the list of specific wells usad and conarituents analyzed may occur to
maet the changing field conditions and the results of daca evaluatien.

Impucl wf Changw

The changesx rontinua the trend established in Changa Control Form M-15-56-07 to pzoduce
a more integrated and cost-effective system. Changes ko the monitoring network as a
result of excavation in support of remediation are also included. Sampla collection
efforts will be integrated turther under the conszolidated pregram (PNNL-11989). W®here
reductions in number of samples, analytes, and frequency of sampling occur, & minimal ar
negligible loss of relevant information is expected.
