Approval of Past UMM Minutes

The February-17, 1993, Unit Manager Meeting Minutes were reviewed and
signed by the Unit Managers.

Status Action Items

Action Items Description
2-17-93:1 WHC (DP Butcher) presented two draft schedules

(attachment 5) for consideration. It was agreed
that these schedules would be replaced with one
that offset the NOD response dates (by 15 days)
for HPADS in relation to E-8 and Ashpit, and that
the Hexone facility NOD response date would be 90
days after the final set of review comments was
received by RL. This was based on Ecology's
statement that the E~8, Ashpit and HPADS closure
plan NOD comments +issued 3/3/93 were complete,
and that all additional comments addressing the
Hexone closure plan are expected to be completed
by April 1, 1983. Ecology, RL and WHC will
attempt to resolve an NOD response schedule
before the next Unii Managers Meeting, for the
five closure plans being addressed concurrently.
This action item is open.

2-17-93:2 Ecology will send a draft agenda and list of
concerns pertaining to the Mobile Laboratory and
general lab procedures (J. J. Wallace). Ecology
faxed a Tist of items to WHC. This action item
is closed.

2-17-93:3 WHC has scheduled a meeting for March 31, 1993,
to discuss concerns over the mobile Tlaboratory
(D. K. Olund). This action item is closed.
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2-17-93:4 WHC (DM Korematsu-0lund) presented a table of WHC
closure plan lead personnel and RL Unit Managers
for 17 closure plans, including the HPADS closure
plan (attachment 6). This action item is closed.

Status Closure Activities

The NOD comments from Ecology were received by RL on March 3, 1993.

New Business

R. K. Bhatia has taken over responsibilities as the lead coordinator on
HPADS for WHC.

Discussion and NOD Comments:

NOD Comment #8. WHC (S. B. Clifford)} asked Ecology (M. A. Selby) if the
Hanford Daily Climatological Records from the detonation events needs to
be incorporated into the closure plan. ~Ecolody believes that residues
from the detonation events could have been influence by wind patterns and
carried outside the boundary. WHC (S. B. Clifford) stated that any
undetonated explosive residues would have been broken down from exposure
to the environment.

NOD Comment #23. A discussion was raised on the Hanford Site Baseline
Risk Assessment Methodology (HSBRAM). Ecology (M. A. Selby) stated that
the Health Based lLevels for closure are based on the Model Toxics Control
Act (MTCA), not HSBRAM., WHC (S. B. CTifford) asked whether Ecology
Kennewick had read HSBRAM to acknowledge that it is on-site the procedure
that impiements MTCA. Ecology (M. A. Selby) stated that the Kennewick
office can not access manuals in the Ecology Lacey Library when they are
in use by the Ecology Lacey office; neither office would be able to use
the documents since they would have to be shipped back and fourth between
the two Ecology offices. WHC (S. B. Clifford) and RL (R. N. Krekel)
requested that the Kennewick Ecology office obtain as much information as
possible from the Lacey Ecology office to support the review of RCRA
closure plans. And also that it would be beneficial for the Kennewick
Ecology office to be on distribution for WHC controlled manuais. Ecology
(M. A. Selby) will supply WHC with a Tist of required manuals by the next
Unit Manager Meeting. RL/WHC will supply additional information as
necessary.
