apply new decontamination and decommissioning (D&D) procedures,

Ecology's review has recently focused on the cost estimates associated with the alternatives
described in the EE/CA. In particular, the cost and schedule estimates of Tables 4-2 and 4-3 are
of interest to Ecology_ Considering the estimates associated with implementing the D&D with
reduced surveillance and maintenance compared to those associated with implementing the D&D
and disposal, Ecology requests a supplement al cost analysis be performed after the D&D
activities are completed. Ecology requests the EE/CA identify the fact that the addi tional cost
analysis will be performed prior to the implementalon of disposal activities. It is Ecology's hope
that this will enable the life cycle costs associated with these two alternatives to be considered
when competing funding profiles may be at risk.
