The set of samples consisted of two (2) water samples collected on 08-29-00. EDMC

The samples and their associated QC samples were prepared on 09-12-00 and analyzed by
methodology based on EPA Method 8015B for Methanol on 09-14-00.

The following is a summary of the QC results accompanying these sample results and a description
of any problems encountered during their analyses:

1. The samples were packaged and stored as specified in the method protocol; the cooler
temperature upon receipt has been recorded on the chain-of-custody.

2. The samples were prepared within 4 days of sample receipt and analyzed within 2 days of

preparation.
3. All initial calibrations associated with this data set were within acceptance criteria.
4. All continuing calibration standards analyzed prior to the sample extracts were within

acceptance criteria.

5. Recra does not use surrogate spikes for this analysis. The method does not provide specific
guidance regarding the use of surrogates and performance criteria. Method performance is
monitored through the use of blank spikes and matrix spikes.

6. The blank spike recovery was within advisory control limits of 50%-150%.
7. The matrix spike recoveries were within the advisory control limits of 50%-150%.

8. I certify that this sample data package is in compliance with SOW requirements, both
technically and for completeness, other than the conditions detailed above. The
laboratory Manager or a designee, as verified by the following signature, has authorized
release of the data contained in this hard-copy data package.
