300 Area Waste Acid Treatment System

The 300 Area Waste Acid Trearhent System (300 WATS) was a tank system that was used to treat and store nonrecoverablenuranum-bearing
waste acid from reactor fuel fabrication operations. Waste acidneuttalization occurred in portions of what now is the 300 Area WATS before
operation of the system as a Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) of 1976 unit. The Closure Plan detailed closure of 300 Area
WATS components, areas, and contamination resulting from RCRA operations. This unit consisted of portions of four (4) buildings and two
(2) tank farms: 334-A Building, 313 Building, 303-F Building, 333 Building, 334 (tank 4), and 311 Tank Farms (tanks 40 and 50).

Closure activities were completed in September 1999, in accordance with the approved Closure Plan contained in Attachment 46, retired
duringPermit Revision 6. Clean closure was given for structures above the groutid using the visually verifiable 'clean debris snrfee r ule and
table in the Ecology Guidancefor Clean tlosure ofDangeroui Waste Facilities Publicadion #94-111 (August, 1994). The dispositioi of
unclosed 300 Area WATS soils will be performed in conjunction with the 300-FF-2 CBRCLA OU reinedial action to complete 300 Area
WATS RCRA closure.
