Ecology finds the referenced NOC application complete. The notice meets the requirements in
the Washington Administrative Code (WAC) Chapters 173-400 and 173-460.

We understand that the heaters and dehumidifiers in the NOC permit application will be placed
throughout the WTP construction site to support construction activities and worker comfort. The
selection of low-sulfur fuel and good combustion practices are appropriate Best Available
Control Technology and Toxics for this activity. The calculations for emission estimates are
apparently conservative.

Before we make a final decision to approve your permit application, a 30-day public notice and
comment period is required by WAC 173-400-171(2)(a)(x). The public comment period will
start October 8, 2007.
