1.0 GENERAL

Washington Closure Hanford (WCH) Sample Delivery Group K1105 was composed of 
two solid (other solid) sample (and the aqueous portions of those samples) designated 
under SAF No. RC-033 with a Project Designation of 100-F Remaining Sites Burial 
Grounds - Other Solid Quick Turn. 

The samples were received as stated on the Chain-of-Custody document. Any 
discrepancies are noted on the Eberline Services Sample Receipt Checklist. The results 
were transmitted to WCH via e-mail on February 8 and 13, 2008. 

The samples were centrifuged and the aqueous portions removed for analysis. Results 
reported herein are for the aqueous portions of the two samples. The samples were 
analyzed as J169L6-A and J169L7-A; J169L6-A and J169L7-A were the aqueous 
portions of the samples removed by centrifugation. Sample J169L6 was further analyzed 
as J 169L6-B, which was the aqueous portion of the sample removed by centrifugation 
and then filtered through a 45 µm filter. 

2.0 ANALYSIS NOTES 

2.1 Total Strontium Analysis 

No problems were encountered during the course of the analyses.

* If the MDA column is labeled 'MAX MDA', there was more than one 
result measured by the reported method and the MDA shown is the 
largest MDA. If not all these results have the same RDL, the 

.MAX MDA reflects only those results with RDL equal to the 
smallest one. 

MDAs are underlined if greater than the printed RDL. 

* Aliquots are underlined if less than the nominal value specified 
for the method. 

* Prepareation factors are underlined if greater than the nominal 
value specified for the method. 

* Dilution factors are underlined if greater than the nominal 
value specified for the method. 

* Residues are underlined if outside the range specified for the 
method . Residues are not printed if yields are . 

* Yields, which may be gravimetric, radiometric or some type of 
recovery depending on the method, are underlined if outside the 
range specified for the method. 

* Efficiencies are underlined if outside the range specified for 
the method . Efficiencies are detector and geometry dependent so 
this test is only approximate.

1. The error of RESULT, including that introduced by 
rounding the result prior to printing. 

If the limits are labeled (TOTAL), they include 
preparation error in the result. If labeled (COUNT), 
they do not.
