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COMMENTS SOUGHT ON CLEANUP OF HANFORD'S 1100 AREA

As you probably know, the Hanford Federal Facili ty Agreement and Consent order was signed on May 15
following a 45-day public comment period du ring which many of you gave us your comments.

We want to give you an update on the status of the Agreement and share with you actions our respective
agencies — the Washington Depa rtment of Eco logy, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the
U.S. Depa rtment of Energy — took as a result of the comme nts we received at workshops, hea rings and
in writing.

We also inv ite you to participate in the first formal cleanup activity to be conducted under the Agreeme nt .
The 1100-EM-1 Operable Unit Work Plan will be released for public comme nt on June 15. More about
that is included in the enclosed fact sheet.

On June 28 and 29, the first of our qua rterly meetings will be held. The first will be in Richland, June 28,
at the Holiday Inn, 1515 George Washington Way, and the second will be in Sea

tt
le, June 29, at the

Seattle Center, Conference Room A on the third f loor of the Seatt le Center House. Both will begin at
7 p.m. Topics of an i ntroductory discussion by represe ntatives of Ecology and EPA will be the signing of
the Agreeme nt, the cleanup investigat ion process, the 1100-EM-1 Operable Un

it
 and other upcoming

work.

Before signing the Agreement on May 15, the three pa rt ies agreed to a number of changes including a
14-month investigation into the conte nt and effects of liquid waste streams from Hanford facil it ies. These
were a result of comments received from the public. The three agencies will use the resu lts of the
investigat ion to determine if some or all of the discharges should be hatted or phased out on an
accelerated schedule. At the signing ceremony in Richland, a ttended by Gov. Booth Gardner, we issued
a press release and a fact sheet outlining the changes that resulted f rom public comment . We've also
enclosed those for your i nformation.

By now we had hoped to have completed our w
ritt

en responses to your comme nts. However, a number of
things have s lowed the process, not the least of which is the hosp

it
alization of Jay Manning, Washington

Assistant Attorn
ey General, who many of you met during the workshops and hea rings. Jay, who

negotiated the legal aspects of the Agreeme nt for the state, suffered a severe attack of appendic
it

is.
We're happy to repo rt he is doing well. We will mail you the summa ry of our responses to the comments
as soon as possible.

We expect the final Agreement to be p ri
nted within the next two weeks.
