At the December 1-2 meeting in Spokane, USDOE as Trustee stated their 
intention to close out the pre-assessment screen (PAS) process and to not 
proceed further with a damage assessment in the 1100 area. Some other 
Trustees have not yet determined their position on the discovery of DDE in the 
Horseshoe Landfill in the 1100 area. These Trustees expressed a desire to 
meet in January to further discuss options for addressing this issue. 

I propose we meet sometime during the week of January 17-21 or January 24-28. 
Keep in mind that our next Trustee Council meeting will be February 9-11 in 
Spokane. 

Here's what I need from you to proceed: 

- Look at your calendars and other meeting obligations. Is there something 
already scheduled in Tri-Cities that we can schedule our meeting around? What 
date works best for you during those two weeks? 

- In the meantime, if you are one of the Trustees that wants to pursue this 
issue, I encourage you to definitively determine your agency's position. 
Before we meet in January, you'll need to know 

1. what your attorneys advise. 
2. specifically what your agency wants out of this process and what your 
decision-maker will sign off on. 
3. what resources and funding your agency could bring to the process. 

So, if you are one of the Trustees that has not yet determined your position 
on the PAS in the 1100 area, please contact me by January 7. Let me know if 
you intend to participate in a January meeting. If yes, please let me know 
what date(s) are best for you. I'll get back to you by January 10 with 
details on the meeting.
