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REQUEST FOR ADDITIONAL EXTENSION IN RESPONSE TO TREAT ABILITY 
TESTING FOR THE 200-DV-l OPERABLE UNIT 

This letter is in reference to the Washington State Department of Ecology's (Ecology) letter, 
"Re: Treatability Testing for the 200-DV-1 Operable Unit," 18-NWP-166, dated October 10, 
2018. The U.S. Department of Energy Richland Operations Office (RL) has met with Ecology 
to discuss their concerns and proposes the following path forward. 

While RL fully supports the conclusions in the draft Technology Evaluation and Treatability 
Studies Assessment for the Hanford Central Plateau Deep Vadose Zone (DOE/RL-2017-58), RL 
understands that Ecology has not had the opportunity to review and comment on this document. 
As a result, RL plans to provide the draft document to Ecology for review during the last week in 
January 2019. We will also delay initiation of the proposed treatability tests that are identified in 
this document until receiving feedback from Ecology. 

RL believes that the concern identified in Ecology's letter 18-NWP-166, will be addressed by 
submitting the draft Technology Evaluation and Treatability Studies Assessment 
(DOE/RL-2017-58) and associated supporting documents to Ecology. Therefore, RL is 
requesting an additional extension to January 28, 2019, to submit the documents in response to 
the Ecology's letter l 8-NWP-166. Further discussions on the need for additional treatability 
studies will follow the comment resolution process.
