This letter transmits the subject CVP documents to the State of Washington Departrr1ent of 
Ecology (Ecology) and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). 

Comments from EPA, Ecology, and the State of Washington Department of Health have been 
incorporated. These reports document that the remedial action objectives and goals have been 
attained in accordance with the "Interim Action Record of Decision for the 100-BC- l, 100-DR-1, 
and the 100-HR-1 Operable Units," (EPA 1995) and the "Remedial Design Report/Remedial 
Action Work Plan," (DOE/RL-96-17, Rev. 1). 

The waste site reclassification forms have been signed by EPA, the lead agency, and the 
U.S. Department of Energy, Richland Operations Office, and are included in the documents as 
Attachment ES-1 to the Executive Summary. The original forms are being incorporated into the 
administrative record in accordance with the "Hanford Federal Facility Agreement and Consent 
Order Handbook Management Procedures (Maintenance of Waste Information Data System 
(WIDS)."
