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FINAL CALENDAR YEAR (CY) 2000 LAND DISPOSAL RESTRICTIONS (LDR) REPORT 

Attached is the Final CY 2000 LDR Report in accordance with the Hanford Federal Facility 
Agreement and Consent Order (Tri -Party Agreement) Interim Milestone M-26-0lK. Transmittal 
of this report to the State of Washington Department of Ecology (Ecology) and 
U.S . Environmental Protection Agency completes the U.S. Department of Energy, Richland 
Operations Office (RL) and the U.S . Department of Energy, Office of River Protection (ORP) 
requirement to submit the LDR Report by June 30, 2001. The U.S. Depar1ment of Energy (DOE) 
believes that the attached document is responsive to LDR Report requirements, meets the 
March 29, 2000, Director's Determination, and incorporates commitments made during the 
settlement negotiations . 

The actlvities described in thi s LDR Report update are based on the contractor's baseline as of 
December 31, 2000. The President's budget or any pending congressional budget actions are not 
refl ected. Funding realities may impact DOE's ability to achieve agreed to cleanup actions . 

This report was developed with input and comments from each of the Hanford contractors [Fluor 
Hanford, Inc. (FHI), Bechtel Hanford, Inc. (BHI); Pacific Northwest National Laboratory 
(PNNL); CH2M-Hill Hanford Group (CHG)] and Ecology. The Bechtel National Washington 
Group was not a party to development and issuance of this report; that interface was provided by 
ORP and CHG. Five data consistency checks and data validation opportunities were provided 
for RL, ORP, the Hanford Site Contractors, and Ecology. Comments were dispositioned. 

In response to the LDR Report requirement to propose treatment and/or disposal milestones, a 
draft, unsigned, Class II Tri-Party Agreement Ch ange Request is included as an attachment to 
this annual update. We want to highlight the fact that the first proposed milestone (treat ancl/or 
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dispose of 7795 cubic meters of mixed low-level waste) provides Tri-Party Agreement coverage 
for all Mixed Low Level Waste treatability groups that are not currently covered under an 
existing ~ilestone or other regulatory coverage. 

While this process has been intensive and required dedicated and concentrated resources, RL and 
ORP believe that the attached report and draft change request is a comprehe.nsive document. 
Since the LDR Report is submitted as a primary document, we anticipate Ecology comments 
within 45 days following receipt of the document. Please direct questions or concerns to Astrid 
Larsen, Regulatory Compliance and Analysis Division, at (509) 372-0477.
